Knitting shawls

The shawls from these patterns start at the centre of the top and are worked as a triangle centred on this spot. This means you are increasing both at the sides and in the
centre. The basic repeat — of 7 stitches in the Chevron Lace shawl —is built up from these increases so you will go from 1 repeat to 3 to 5 and so on. The instructions for the
repeats and the stitch count are included as multiples because you will go through the main pattern three or four times — the first time through in row 11 you only do one
repeat and have 25 stitches, the next time you will work the repeat 5 times and end up with 81 stitches.

Starting at row 11 (on the first run through):

In the last row (row 25) you can see that the basic repeat of 7 stitches is worked three times on each side.

After working rows 26 to 38 you should have 77 stitches. Now you return to row 11 and proceed as follows:

In the last row you have 7 repeats as indicated in the pattern.




The four rows for the chevron lace repeat are:

t Row 1 K1 K2togy K1y ssk K1
Row 2 Purl

t Row 3 K2togy K3y ssk

Row 4 Purl

T These are the seven stitches

The abbreviations in this pattern are:

y yarn over the needle

m1l pick up the loop between the stitch just knit and the next stitch, place the loop on
the left needle and knit into the back of it.

ssk (sl k1 psso) slip one stitch to the right needle without knitting it, knit the next
stitch, use the left needle to pass the slipped stitch over the k stitch.
